For safe operation: 

1. Keep work area clean 
Cluttered areas and benches invite injuries. 

2. Consider work area environment 
Don't expose machine to rain. Don't use machine 
in damp or wet locations. Keep work area well lit. 
Don't use machine in presence of flammable 
liquids or gases. 

3. Guard against electric shock 
Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces 
(e.g. pipes, radiators, refrigerators). 

4. Keep children and visitors away 
Do not let children contact machine or extension 
cable. All visitors should be kept away from work 
area. 

5. Store idle tools 
When not in use, tools should be stored in dry 
place, out of the reach of children. 

6. Don't force tool 
It will do the job better and safer at the rate for 
which it was designed. 

7. Use right tool 
Don't use tool for purposes not intended. 

8. Dress properly 
Sheets are very sharp-edged - wear protective 
gloves! Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. 
They can be caught in moving parts. Gloves and 
non-skid footwear are recommended when 
working. outdoors. Wear protective hair covering 
to contain long hair. 

9. Don't abuse cable 
Never carry tool by cable or yank it to disconnect it 
from socket.  Keep cable from heat, oil and sharp 
edges. 

10. Secure work  
Use clamps or a vice to hold work. It's safer than 
using your hand and it frees  both hands to 
operate the tool. 

11. Don't overreach 
Keep proper footing and balance at all times. 

12. Maintain tools with care 
Keep tools clean for better and safer performance. 
Follow instructions for changing accessories. 
Inspect cable periodically and, if damaged, have 
repaired by authorized service facility. Inspect 
extension cables periodically and replace if 
damaged. Keep handles dry, clean and free from 
oil and grease. 

13. Disconnect tools 
When not in use, before servicing, and when 
changing accesssories. 

14. Remove adjusting keys and wrenches  
Form the habit of checking to see that keys and 
adjusting wrenches are removed from tool before 
turning it on. 

15. Avoid unintentional starting 
Don't carry plugged-in tool with finger on switch. 
Be sure switch is off when plugging in. 

16. Outdoor use extension cords 
When tool is used outdoors, use only extension 
cords intended for use outdoors and so marked. 

17. Stay alert 
Watch what you are doing. Use common sense. 
Do not operate machine when you are tired. 

18. Check damaged parts 
Before further use of the tool that is damaged it 
should be carefully checked to determine that it 
will operate properly and perform its intended 
function. Check for alignement of moving parts, 
binding of moving parts, breakage of parts, 
mounting, and any other conditions that may affect 
its operation. A machine part that is damaged 
should be properly repaired or replaced by an 
authorized service center unless otherwise 
indicated elsewhere in this instruction manual. 
Have defective switches replaced by an 
authorized service center. Do not use machine if it 
cannot be turned on and off by the switch. 

19. Warning

20. Machine repairing by expert only 
This electric machine is in accordance with the 
relevant safety rules.

GENERAL 
 
 

1. WUKO SEAM CLOSER MODEL 1003B 
 
 WUKO Seam Closer consists of an electric drive and of a mechanical machine head.  
 

The tool closes the lap of Z-seams (see sketch N° 1 ) on straight, as well as on round 
working pieces. The maximum sheet metal thickness of the lap is 1,5 mm at 400 N/mm².  
 
The tool is equipped with jaws for seam height of 6...14 mm and is adjusted for a sheet 
metal thickness of 3 x 1,5 mm.

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3. PRE-FABRICATION 
 

The seam and the right angle flange, pre-
fabricated with a roll forming machine, bending 
brake or a beading machine, are put together as 
shown on sketch N° 1.

Attention: In order to make easier to start closing  the seam with the machine the first 

couple of centimetres  of the seam should be closed e.g. with a hammer. 

 
 

BEFORE OPERATION: 
 
 
Before starting to operate with the tool please che ck the following points: 

 
 
1. Make sure that the power supply voltage  is the same as the operating voltage 

indicated on the machine rating plate. 
 
 
2. Sheet metal thickness ot the seam lap (see technical data) 
 
 
3. Required free space between the jaws: 

 

Case 1:  Z-seam and right angle flange have the same material thickness (material 
thickness t) 

 
 

 Required free space = 3 x t

Case 2:  Z-seam (material thickness t) is to be bent e.g. on a profile (material 
thickness s) 

 
 

 Required free space = 2 x t + s

Attention: The maximum free space between the jaws is normally 6 mm. 
   Special construction on request. 
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4. Adjusting the free space between the jaws 

 
� Insert the gauge in the required sheet 

metal hickness (3 x 1 mm; 3 x 1.25 mm or 
3 x 1.5 mm) in the space between the jaws. 
 

� Twist the eccentric [1612] with a screw driver

A) The jaws touch the gauge and the eccentric may be easily twisted by 360°. 

  � Adjusting correct 
 
B) The jaws touch the gauge but the eccentric may not be twisted 360° without using
 extreme power. 

  � Adjusting not correct 

   � Loosen screw [1628] on working jaws 
  � Move the jaws towards the working head, in order to obtain the required  
     free space between the jaws 

   � Tighten the screws [1628] 
   � Check once again with the gauge 

 
C) The jaws do not touch the gauge at all 

  � Adjusting not correct 

   � Loosen the screws [1628] on working jaws 
   � Move the jaws away from the machine head (free space between the jaws  

     decreases) in order to obtain the required free space between the jaws 
   � Tighten the screws [1628] 
   � Check once again with the gauge 

 
ATTENTION:  Also with the gauge between the working  jaws, it must be  
    possible to twist the eccentric easily by 360°.  
 
 TIP: An easy way to control the required free space  between the jaws is to close couple 

of centimetres of a seam with a hammer and then mea sure its total thickness. Through 
adjusting the free space between the jaws according ly, it is guaranteed that the seam is 
closed tightly and that the tool is not overstresse d unnecessarily. 

 
4. Adjusting the hammer head 
 The left edge of the hammer head should be approximately 1 mm deeper than the 

front edge of the left working jaw. 
 

� Loosen screw [1622] 
� Adjust the hammer head 
� Tighten screw [1622] 

 
IMPORTANT! The screws have to be always tightened steadily after adjusting the  

tool. Otherwise the tool could be damaged when taking into operation. 
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OPERATION 
 
 
1. CLOSING ON STRAIGHT PIECES  

 
���� For easier handling the machine head 

may be turned by 180° 
- Loosen screw [1629] 
- Turn the handle into the desired 

position 
- Tighten screw [1629] 

���� Insert the tool on the seam: The lap of 
the Z-seam shall always be on left side 
and the lower edges of the working 
jaws parallel to the seam. 

� Press the switch trigger – tool runs. To 
keep the tool running without holding 
fingers on the trigger – depress trigger 
and push switch locking button.  
To stop: depress trigger and release 

���� Move the tool rapidly forwards Photo 2 
 
 
2. CLOSING IN ROUND PIECES  
 

���� For ease of operation, especially 
when closing ducts with a small 
diameter, the handle should show 
downwards (see Photo N° 3)  

���� For small diameters adjust the 
hammer foot [1603] a little bit 
deeper 

 For small seam heights with a small 
radius it may be necessary to change 
the hammer foot [1603] against a 
special one 

���� Insert the tool on the seam and go 
on like on straight pieces 

 
 ATTENTION! Careful with 

working pieces where the material 
overlaps or shows a welding joint 
(risk of breakage).

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MAINTENANCE 
 

The tool has to be handled carefully and protected against excessive dirt.  
Always keep air venting slots clean! 
If the tool is in continual use, annual inspection by an authorised service station is 
recommended.  
Repairs must be performed by an authorised service station.
